The meaning of membership TH /Q\iji YOU

Oklahoma pastor Ricky Jones tackles the

meaning of church membership, or being part of
Christ’s body. “Leaving the church is not simply
leaving a club,” he writes at the Gospel Coalition
website. “When you walk away, you dismember

yourself from the body. Jesus and the rest of the
body sorely miss you, and bleed after your
departure. You cut yourself off from your only source
of life and nourishment. Like an amputated hand,

you will slowly bleed out, wither, and die.”

Jones contends that "being a part of the
universal church without submitting to a local church
is not possible, biblical or healthy.” It's impossible
because you need to be part of a smaller community
before you can be considered part of a greater
community. It's unbiblical because the New
Testament epistles are addressed to specific local
churches. And it's unhealthy because wanting to
independently make your own choices is “at the
heart of sin,” the pastor writes.
