Daniel 3:1-18 NLT

Nebuchadnezzar’s Gold Statue
3 King Nebuchadnezzar made a gold statue ninety feet tall and nine feet wide and set it
up on the plain of Dura in the province of Ba]oy[on. *Then he sent messages to the high
oﬁicers, officials, governors, advisers, treasurers, 'udges, magistrates, an all the
provincial officials to come to the dedication of the statue he had set up. 3So all these
oﬁcials came and stood loefore the statue King Nebuchadnezzar had set up.
“Then a herald shouted out, “Peop e of all races and nations and [anguages, listen to
the k'mg’s command! > When you hear the sound of the horn, ﬂu’te, zither, lyre, harp,
pipes, and other musical ins’cmgnen’cs, bow to the ground to worsh'qo King
Nebuchadnezzar's go[d statue. - Anyone who reﬁtses to o]oey will immediately be thrown
into a blazing ﬁtmace.”
7So at the sound of the musical instruments, all the peop[e, whatever their race or
nation or [anguage, bowed to the grovmd and worshiped the go [d statue that King
yebuchadnezzav had set up.

But some of the astrologers went to the k'ng and informed on the Jews. ° They said to
King Nebuchadnezzar, “Long [ive the king! ™ You issued a decree requiring all the
peop le to bow down and worship the gol statue when they hear the sound of the horn,
ﬂute, zither, [yre, harp, pipes, and other musical instruments. " That decree also states
that those who Vefuse to oloey must be thrown into a blazing ﬁtmace. " But there are
some | ews—Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego—whom you have put in charge of
the province o Baby[on. They pay no attention to you, Your Majesty. They Vefuse to serve
your gods and do not worship the go[d statue you have set up.”

>Then Nebuchadnezzar ﬂew into a rage and ordered that Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego be brough‘c before him. When they were brought n, " Nebuchadnezzar said
to them, “Is it true, Shadrach, Meshach, and Alaednego, that you Vefuse to serve my gods
orto worsh'qo the go[d statue 1 have set up? "1 will give you one more chance to bow
down and worship the statue 1 have made when you hear the sound of the musical
instruments. But gC you Vefuse, you will be thrown immediate[y into the Iolaz'mg fwnace.
énd then what god will be able to rescue you jrom my power?”
" Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego Veplie , “O Nebuchadnezzar, we do not need to
defend ourselves before YOu. 7 ]fwe are thrown into the blazing ﬂtmace, the God whom
we serve is able to save us. He will rescue us ﬁrom your power, Your Majesty. " But even gC
he doesn’t, we want to make it clear to you, Your sz’ esty, that we will never serve your
gods or worsh'qo the go [d statue you have set up.”
