From 
painting to parenting,

 Some might believe 
that certain jobs — pastor, 
missionary, bishop — are 
holier than others. But in 
his classic book The 
Practice of the Presence of 
God, Brother Lawrence, a 
17th-century Carmelite 
monk, tells of performing 
even the most common, 
tedious tasks as holy 
service to God: “I turn the 
cake that is frying on the 
pan for love of [God],” he 
wrote. “It is enough for me 
to pick up but a straw 
from the ground for the 
love of God."

1 John 4:1-6 NLT 
    
Discer�ing False Prophets 
4 Dear Šiends, do not believe ever®one who claims to speak by the Spirit. 
You must test them to see if the spirit they have comes Šom God. For 
there are many false prophets in the world. 2 This is how we know if they 
have the Spirit of God: If a person claiming to be a prophet
[a] acknowledges that Jesus Christ came in a real body, that person has 
the Spirit of God. 3 But if someone claims to be a prophet and does not 
acknowledge the t¢§th about Jesus, that person is not Šom God. Such a 
person has the spirit of the Antichrist, which you heard is coming into 
the world and indeed is already here. 
4 But you belong to God, my dear children. You have already won a 
victor® over those people, because the Spirit who lives in you is g¢eater 
than the spirit who lives in the world. 5 Those people belong to this world, 
so they speak Šom the world’s viewpoint, and the world listens to 
them. 6 But we belong to God, and those who know God listen to us. If 
they do not belong to God, they do not listen to us. That is how we know 
if someone has the Spirit of t¢§th or the spirit of deception.
