This month, America marks the 20th anniversary of the 9/11
terrorist attacks, which ended almost 3,000 lives and changed life forever
for millions more. The nation was shaken to its very roots, with violence
jolting out of us any assumption that “it can't happen here.” September 11
banished any lingering notion that being on the side of “liberty and justice
for all” served as insulation against mass tragedy. We now had more to
fear than fear itself.

Psalm 46 reminds us that “though the earth should change” (v. 2)
—as it did on 9/11 —God remains “our refuge and strength, a very
present help in trouble” (v. 1). We are never alone or without hope, even
on life-altering days.

Genesis 7 NLT
The Flood Covers the Earth

7 When everything was ready, the LORD said to Noah, “Go into the boat with all
your famil}zl, for among all the peop e of the earth, 1 can see that you alone are
Vigh‘ceous. Take with you seven pa’urs——male and female——of each animal 1 have
approved for eating anddfor sacriftce, and take one pair of each of the others. > Also take
seven pairs of every kin cf bird. There must be a male and a female in each pair to
ensure that all life will survive on the earth aﬁer the ﬂood. *Seven days ﬁrom now 1 will
make the rains pour down on the earth. And it will rain for forty days and forty nigh’cs,
until 1 have wiped ﬁfom the earth all the [iving things 1 have created.”

ZSO Noah did everyth'm as the LORD commanded him.

Noah was 600 years o d when the ﬂood covered the earth. " He went on board
the boat to escape the ﬂood—he and his wife and his sons and their wives. - With them
were all the various kinds of animals—those appvoved fov eating and for sacriﬁce and
those that were no’c—a[ong with all the birds and the small animals that scurry a[ong
the ground. ?They entered the boat in pairs, male and female, Just as God had
com’;nanded NO(3/L *° Aﬁer seven days, the waters of the ﬂood came and covered the
earth.

"When Noah was 600 years old, on the seventeenth day of the second month, all
the underground waters empted ﬁom the earth, and the rain fell in migh’cy torrents

ﬁrom the s%zy. ”The rain continued to fau for forty days and fovty nights.

SThat very day Noah had gone into the boat with his wife ano% his sons—Shem,
Ham, and Japheth—and their wives. “With them in the boat were pairs of every kind
of animal—domestic and wild, large and sma“—a[ong with birds of every k'%nd. ®Two
on two they came into the boat, representing eve [iv'mg thing that breathes. ” A male
and fema[e of each kind entered, Just as God ha(? commanded Noah. Then
the LorD closed the door behind them.

7 For forty days the ﬂgodwa’cers grew deeper, covering the ground and lift'mg the
boat high above the earth. * As the waters rose highev and higher above the ground, the
boat ﬂoa‘ced safely on the quCace. " F'maﬂy, the water covevedg even the highes’c
mountains on the earth, “ris ing more than twenty-two fee’c above the highest
peaks. “All the [iving ’ch'mgs on earth died—birds, domestic animals, wild animals,
small animals that scurry along the grovmd, and all the peop le. ™ Everyth'mg that
breathed and lived on dry land died. * God w'qoed out every [iv'mg thing on the earth—
peop le, livestock, small animals that scurry along the grovmd, and the birds of the sky.
All were destroyed. The only peop le who swfviveo% were Noah and those with him in the
boat. ** And the ﬂoodwaters covered the earth fov 150 days.
